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Life Cycle

· It starts off as an egg.
· It hatches into a caterpillar.
· It wraps up in a pupa and goes in its chrysalis.
· Then it breaks out into a butterfly.
Food

The butterfly uses their proboscis to suck up nectar, tree sap, pollen, rotten fruit, dung, animal flesh and other liquids. They will also land on drying mud or animal dung to suck up salts that they need. They do not eat worms.
Blue Morpho Butterfly

The Blue Morpho Butterfly has a beautiful shade of blue on its wings. The females are not as brilliantly coloured as the males and have a brown edge with white spots surrounding the blue area.
